Adjust the mulƟ-angle fiƩer (0, 5 ,10, 15 degree verƟcal 
and 0, 5,10, 15 degree horizontal) to proper posiƟon by 
4mm (5/32”) allen wrench. See     .  

STEP 1:

Open the leŌ and right clips on the back of 
the luminaire. See     .  

STEP 2:

Insert the pole and external power cord into 
the luminaire cavity and hoop of AnƟ-falling 
rope.Thread the power cord through the M16 
wiring harness retainer. Reserve the related 
length of wire for connecƟon. Keep the base 
in horizontal level.Fix the luminaire and pole 
by allen wrench. Tighten the hoop on the pole 
by SloƩed screwdriver See     .

Connect the external power cord to the
 power turn off protector plug and complete 
the electrical connecƟons.

Connect INPUT GROUND conductor to“    ”posiƟon of the
 surge protector or the female power turn off protector plug.

Connect INPUT NEUTRAL conductor to “N” posiƟon
of the surge protector or the female power turn off protector plug.

Close cover by firmly pushing cover towards fixture, making sure
that no wires are pinched and Sealing gasket are fully engaged.

If the fixture without a surge protector, please insulate all electrical
connecƟons with wire nuts suitable for at least 90°C

Class I BASED
Input cable should be at least H05RN-F 3x1.0mm²(SJTW 18AWG) or
outdoor grade cable with rubber sheathed(not supplied). The cable
must have a minimum cross secƟonal area of 1.0mm²(18AWG).
